® Temple has forged partnerships that allow students to begin their college careers at one of 12
Pennsylvania and New Jersey community and 2-year colleges, successfully complete their
degree, and receive admission to Temple.

QO Dual Admissions Agreements — Students are conditionally admitted to Temple while
completing their degree at the community college. Merit scholarships are available for
qualified students.

O  Core-to-GenEd and GenEd-to-GenEd Transfer Agreements — Temple accepts the
requirements of a community college core or general education and associate’s degree in
place of its own undergraduate GenEd Curriculum.

O Program-to-Program Agreements — Specific agreements between departments at the
community colleges and departments at Temple that provide students with the information
they need to select courses in their program at the community college, so when they transfer
to Temple they have junior-level status.

B Temple has identified 30 credits from all PA community colleges that will transfer and count
toward graduation requirements for most majors.

O Courses included in the 30 credits represent the type of coursework generally completed by
students who plan to pursue a baccalaureate degree after their community college
experience. :
