HOUSE HISTORY

A 1795 house and surrounding 100 acres purchased by John

Cralg.

I Named Andalusia i n 1801 for
Sarmiento, from the province in Spain Andalucia.

i 1sthouse renovations 1848, by Latrobe
A Regency/Federal Architectural Style
A Biddle commissions the'®house renovations 1835, by
Thos. U.Walter
I Greek Revival Architectural style
A Between 1815 and 1838 additional buildings are

constructed/expanded on the property: the billiard house
(1815/16), the grotto (1834), the cottage (1838)

NICOLAS BIDDLE

A 17861844

A Married Jane Craig in 1811, has been in the Biddle
family since then.

A President of the"® Bank of the United States
18161836, a 20 yr charter by the legislature.
Holds all the states notes and therefore controls
credit.

A Few interests fascinated him more than
agriculture. A Renaissance man, devoted much of
his time'to developing Andalusia as an innovative
farm.



ABOUT ANDALUSIA:
PROPERTY HISTORY

A Graperles (constructed in1834):

Interested in grape culture: growing fine table grapes
Experiments started in 1831

Thos. U. Walter designed pumping station, stoke houses and hot houses in
1834, $20,000. Walls were 120 ft. in length

Used for the house, surpluses were donated to charity and sold for fresh
fruit in the winter. Also grew Nectarines, berries, etc.

Lasted until 1870 when destroyed in a storm, never rebuilt

A Mulberry trees and silk industry (1839):

Acres of mulberry trees
Failed due to the cold Philadelphia climate

A Guernsey herd of cattle introduced in (1838):

Pride of Andalusia for overa century (no longer present on the property)

A Stables contained some of the countries finest race horses,
Now rescue horses

A Aided with the tree and shrub inventory:

I Started by Barry in 2009

I Has inventoried ~70 trees and shrubs between the river and the mai
house

I Primary concerns are for tree tagging (# tag), height, size, health
condition, whether any major pruning needs to occur, if it is
disrupting any structural foundations. A reference location
measurement is also taken. All information is recorded in an excel
spreadsheet.

I Recording deccessioned (trees will still have the same number
assigned)

I There is very little past documentation found related to the property
planning/development so far. Documents are still being archived.
