director of planning for the university. In 1978, Armenti
received the Lindback Award for Distinguished Teaching at
Villanova.

Since
he became president in 1992 the university has flourished,
achieving a 20-fold increase in endowment funds and
a tremendous physical transformation of student and
administrative facilities.
