Biochemistry B.A. Deletion

1) The current B.A. in Biochemistry program has not existed since 1991. It appears that the B.A. in Biochemistry was created a few years before 1984 when the first students graduated with that degree and program, but it was quickly realized that the material required a B.S. In December 1987, the Collegial Assembly of the College of Arts and Sciences approved the creation of a B.S. in Biochemistry. Students who were already in the B.A. Biochemistry program were allowed to finish their requirements, but it was phased out by the end of 1991. The paperwork to delete the B.A. in Biochemistry program does not seem to have been completed at that time. Therefore, we are submitting the paperwork now. There has not been a curriculum associated with it since that time, nor are there students with that combination of degree and program. In Fall 2007, there were 317 students in the B.S. in Biochemistry program.
