MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN

TEMPLE UNIVERSITY SCHOOLS

OF

SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY AND PHARMACY 

DRAFT (3-14-08)

I. PURPOSE

The College of Science and Technology and Temple University School of Pharmacy agree to cooperate in providing an accelerated 3 + 4 undergraduate/professional school education leading to a Bachelor of Arts degree in the College of Science and Technology and the Doctor of Pharmacy (PharmD) degree.

The joint program will consist of a minimum of 90 semester hours of undergraduate course work toward completion of a Bachelor of Arts degree in the College of Science and Technology at Temple University and a four-year curriculum of medicine at Temple University School of Pharmacy.

II. GUIDELINES FOR ADMISSION TO THE SCHOOL OF PHARMACY

1. Students will have completed at least one year of English, one year of 

biology, one year of organic chemistry, one year of inorganic chemistry by the end of the sophomore year and one year of physics with the associated laboratories by the end of the junior year.  

Undergraduate Temple University students can receive conditional accepts based upon the anticipated completion of the above requirements before June 30, of the admission year.

A formal interview is required.  An automatic invitation for interview will be granted if the Temple University undergraduate applicant meets the following criteria:

Earned (on the 4.0 grading system) the following minimum grade point averages at the University:

(a) Basic Science GPA ___

(b) Science GPA ___

(c) Overall GPA ___

2. Students will have taken the Pharmacy College Admission Test (PCAT) no later than May of the junior year and earned minimum scores as determined by the School of Pharmacy.  Students will submit applications through PHARMCAS during the spring of their junior year.

3. Students must receive a favorable letter of recommendation from the

Temple University, Pre-Health Studies Evaluation Committee.

4. Bachelor of Arts degree applicants will be subject to the same admissions guidelines as the 3 + 4 students, with a year’s extension on the time frames outlined in (2) and (3) for taking the PCAT and completing the application.

III. GUIDELINES FOR COMPLETION OF THE BACHELOR OF ARTS DEGREE IN THE COLLEGE OF SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY

1. Bachelor of Arts candidates in the College of Science and Technology must complete all requirements for the major before entering the School of Pharmacy with the exception of the following: 

a.
Biology majors may count up to three of the following first year School of Pharmacy courses as Biology electives: Pharm P158 (Anti-infective Agents); Pharm P155 (Infectious Disease Management) so long as the student has not previously earned credit for Bio 3317; Pharm P151 (Medicinal Chemistry I) or Pharm P164 (Pharmacology I) so long as the student has not previously earned credit for Bio 4375; Pharm P162 (Medicinal Chemistry II) so long as the student has not previously earned credit for Bio 4376.

b.
Chemistry majors may count the following first year School of Pharmacy courses as a Chemistry elective: P151 (Medicinal Chemistry I) so long as the student has not previously earned credit for Bio 4375/Chem 4401.

2. College of Science and Technology students may count up to 33 of the credit hours from the first year at the School of Pharmacy as equivalents of upper level credits in CST or CLA.

3. College of Science and Technology students may count up to 33 of the credit hours from the first year at the School of Pharmacy to fulfill their general credit hour requirements for the Bachelor of Arts degree in the College of Science and Technology.

IV. MUTUAL RESPONSIBILITIES

1. The College of Science and Technology  and the Office of Pre-Professional Health Studies at Temple University agree to:

(a) Provide courses that meet the prerequisite requirements for the School of Pharmacy.

(b) Designate a person who will serve as coordinator of the joint program at Temple University.  The coordinator will:

(i) be responsible for promoting the affiliation to prospective and current students through providing information to the university admissions staff, career planning and placement officers, the Pre-Health Committee members, and all pre-medical student advisors.

(ii) keep students and pre-medical student advisors abreast of current information applicable to the affiliation.

(iii) maintain permanent files for Temple University students who intend to apply to the joint program.

(iv) serve as liaison between Temple University and Temple University School of Pharmacy for any and all issues involving the affiliation.

(c) Confer a Bachelor of Arts degree in the College of Science and Technology on all qualified candidates who successfully complete all degree requirements of the University and who successfully complete the first year of professional study at Temple University School of Pharmacy.  Pharmacy school courses and credits, but not grades, will be listed on the Temple University transcript.

2. Temple University School of Medicine agrees to:

(a) Designate a person who will serve as coordinator of the joint program.  The coordinator will:

(i) serve as a liaison between the School of Pharmacy and Temple University for any and all issues involving the affiliation.

(ii) inform appropriate personnel of the existence of the agreement and encourage support.

(iii) ensure that grades from the first year of medical school are forwarded to Temple University in a timely fashion.

(b) Guarantee a minimum of _____ seats in the incoming class for Temple University students who are deemed fully acceptable by the School of Pharmacy Admissions Committee.  Applicants failing to meet the requirements of their conditional accept may not be enrolled.  
V.
GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS


1. Temple University will not charge undergraduate tuition for the fourth year for students who enter the School of Pharmacy immediately following the junior year; however, Temple University will require the student to apply for graduation and pay all graduation fees.

2. Any student participating in the affiliation agreement who wishes to apply 

for financial assistance should apply to Temple University for the semesters during which the student shall be enrolled at the College of Science and Technology and to the School of Pharmacy for the semesters during which the student shall be enrolled at the School of Pharmacy.  No student participating in this affiliation agreement shall have any preference in obtaining financial assistance over other students from institutions that are not so affiliated.

3. There is no guarantee to College of Science and Technology students that they will be given preferential consideration by the School of Pharmacy Admissions Committee; they will be held to the same rigorous standards as other applicants.  Final decisions will be solely at the discretion of the Pharmacy school.

4.
The College of Science and Technology and the School of Pharmacy, in compliance with all local, state and federal laws and regulations, will not discriminate on the basis of race, religion, color, sex, age, national origin, handicap, sexual preference or veteran status in admission or access to, or treatment or employment in their respective programs and activities.

VI.
AMENDMENTS AND DURATION OF AGREEMENT

Either party may take the initiative to amend this agreement by submitting suggestions in writing and following through with the respective coordinators.  The amended Agreement will become effective when signed by the respective agents authorized by each party to execute such amendments.

This Agreement will go into effect beginning with the 2008/2009 academic year and will remain in effect until either party indicates otherwise in writing, at least one year in advance.  Any decision to terminate the program will not affect the status of any College of Science and Technology students currently accepted into or enrolled in the program at the School of Medicine.
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
