



MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN TEMPLE UNIVERSITY COLLEGES OF SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY AND HEALTH PROFESSIONS

I. PURPOSE

The Colleges Science & Technology (CST) and College of Heath Professions (CHP) agree to cooperate in providing an accelerated 3 + 3 undergraduate/professional school education leading to a Bachelor of Arts (BA) degree in the CST and the Doctor of Physical Therapy (DPT) degree in the CHP.

The joint program will consist of a minimum of 90 semester hours of undergraduate course work toward completion of a Bachelor of Arts degree in the CST at Temple University and a three-year DPT curriculum of the CHP at Temple University.
II. GUIDELINES FOR ADMISSION TO THE CHP DPT DEGREE

1. Students will have completed at least:

· one year of English
· A Psychology course with emphasis on individual behavior (i.e., general, abnormal, developmental, etc.).

· A Behavioral Science Course with Emphasis on Group Behavior (i.e, sociology, cultural anthropology, etc.).

· One year of Biology by the end of the sophomore year, one year of Inorganic Chemistry, one year of Organic Chemistry, and one year of Physics with the associated laboratories by the end of the junior year.

· One course in Human or Mammalian Anatomy with lab by the end of the junior year.

· One course in Human or Mammalian Physiology with lab by the end of the junior year.

· One course in Statistics by the end of the junior year.

Undergraduate Temple University students from the Department of Biology in the CST can receive conditional acceptance into the DPT Program from the Department of Physical Therapy in the CHP based upon the anticipated completion of the above requirements before June 30, of the admission year.
A formal interview is required and an automatic invitation for interview will be granted if the Temple University undergraduate applicant meets the following criteria:
Earned (on the 4.0 grading system) the following minimum grade point averages at the University:
(a) Prerequisite GPA 3.2

(b) Overall GPA 3.2

2. Students will have taken the Graduate Records Examination (GRE) no later than October of their undergraduate junior year and submit applications through Physical Therapy Centralized Application Service (PTCAS) during the fall of their junior year.
3. Students must receive a favorable letter of recommendation from:

· Temple University, Pre-Health Studies Evaluation Committee.
· An academic letter of reference from a full-time Temple University Faculty member.

· A professional letter of reference from a licensed practicing physical therapist.

4. Bachelor of Arts degree applicants will be subject to the same admissions guidelines as the 3 + 4 students, with a year’s extension on the time frames outlined in (2) and (3) for taking the DAT and completing the application.
5. The application deadline is January 1.
III. GUIDELINES FOR COMPLETION OF THE BA DEGREE IN BIOLOGY FROM THE CST
1. BA candidates in the CST must complete all requirements for their major before entering the DPT Program in the CHP with the exception of the following:
Biology majors may count one of the following first year DPT Program courses as one of their three required Biology electives: DPT8512 (Bioscience II—Medical Pathophysiology), DPT8521 (Neuroscience), and DPT8523 (Movement Science II).

2. CST students may count up to 33 of the credit hours from the first year at the DPT Program in the CHP as equivalents of upper level credits in CST or College of Liberal Arts (CLA).

3. CST students may count up to 33 of the credit hours from the first year at the DPT Program in the CHP to fulfill their general credit hour requirements for the BA degree in the CST.

IV. MUTUAL RESPONSIBILITIES

1. The CST, CLA, and the Office of Pre-Professional Health Studies at Temple University agree to:

(a) Provide courses that meet the prerequisite requirements for the DPT Program in the CHP.

(b) Designate a person who will serve as coordinator of the joint program at Temple University.  The coordinator will:

(i) be responsible for promoting the affiliation to prospective and current students through providing information to the university admissions staff, career planning and placement officers, the Health and Allied Health Professions Committee members, and all physical therapy student advisors.

(ii) keep students and physical therapy student advisors abreast of current information applicable to the affiliation.

(iii) maintain permanent files for Temple University students who intend to apply to the joint program.

(iv) serve as liaison between the Temple University and the DPT Program in the CHP for any and all issues involving the affiliation.

(c) Confer the BA degree in Biology on all qualified candidates who successfully complete all degree requirements of the University and who successfully complete the first year of professional study in the DPT Program in the CHP. For DPT courses used to satisfy the undergraduate degree program, courses and credits but not grades, will be listed on the Temple University transcript. DPT Courses will be judged to be satisfactorily passed according to undergraduate academic standards for the purposes of the undergraduate BA and transcript..
2. Department of Physical Therapy in the CHP agrees to:

(a) Designate a person who will serve as coordinator of the joint program.  The coordinator will:

(i) serve as a liaison between the Temple University and the CST for any and all issues involving the affiliation.

(ii) inform appropriate personnel of the existence of the agreement and encourage support.

(iii) ensure that grades from the first year of DPT Program in the CHP are forwarded to Temple University in a timely fashion.

(b) Guarantee a minimum of four (4) seats in the incoming class for Temple University students who are deemed fully acceptable by the Department of Physical Therapy in the CHP Admissions Committee. Students who are accepted into this program are accepted conditionally for the first year. Students must get an average gpa of 3.0 or higher during each of their semesters of the first professional year in order to remove the conditional acceptance and gain full matriculation status. Applicants failing to meet the requirements of their conditional acceptance may not be enrolled.
V.
GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS

1. Temple University will not charge undergraduate tuition for the fourth year for students who enter the DPT Program in the CHP immediately following the junior year; however, Temple University will require the student to apply for graduation and pay all graduation fees.

2. Any student participating in the affiliation agreement who wishes to apply for financial assistance should apply to Temple University for the semesters during which the student shall be enrolled at the CST and the DPT Program in the CHP for the semesters during which the student shall be enrolled in the DPT Program of the CHP.  No student participating in this affiliation agreement shall have any preference in obtaining financial assistance over other students from institutions that are not so affiliated.

3. There is no guarantee to CST students that they will be given preferential consideration by the Department of Physical Therapy Admissions Committee; they will be held to the same rigorous standards as other applicants.  Final decisions will be solely at the discretion of the dental school.

The CST and Department of Physical Therapy in the CHP, in compliance with all local, state and federal laws and regulations, will not discriminate on the basis of race, religion, color, sex, age, national origin, handicap, sexual preference or veteran status in admission or access to, or treatment or employment in their respective programs and activities.

VI.
AMENDMENTS AND DURATION OF AGREEMENT

Either party may take the initiative to amend this agreement by submitting suggestions in writing and following through with the respective coordinators.  The amended Agreement will become effective when signed by the respective agents authorized by each party to execute such amendments.

This Agreement will go into effect beginning with the 2008/2009 academic year and will remain in effect until either party indicates otherwise in writing, at least one year in advance.  Any decision to terminate the program will not affect the status of any College of Science and Technology students currently accepted into or enrolled in the program at the School of Dentistry.
