· All applications will be reviewed by a committee and awarded on the merit of the application according to the attached rubric.
· If you plan on attending this year be sure to complete the application for the Reality Works RealCare baby simulator.
· Please address the following to be considered for the baby simulator.
Abstract 
Summarize the problem to be addressed, identify the goals and objectives of objectives of the project, the strategies and activities to be implemented, who will be served by the project, and the benefits of the project to the school and community.
Needs Assessment
Clearly identify and summarize a defined problem analyzing the strengths and weaknesses of your school district and community. Explain why your school district is in need of a baby simulator. (For example number of students, who will benefit, department budget, pregnancy rate, number of students entering child care program, etc.)
Project Goals
State exactly what the project intends to accomplish. Goals must clearly identify problems to be addressed, be easily measured and demonstrate clear achievement. Specify the target population by referencing local data.

Implementation Plan
Detail what it is the project will do to accomplish the goals. Describe the strategies and activities the simulator will provide for students. List what classes you expect to implement the simulator. How many students will benefit from this experience?

Evaluation Plan 
Summarize how you will know if your goals or objectives have been met. How many students have been served and are the strategies, activities and teaching techniques appropriate for the target audience?
Questions to answer in addition to the main application
1. Do you have old baby simulators that had been used effectively in the past but which are no longer working and/or cannot be repaired? If yes, please explain how they were used and their effectiveness. 


2. Have you made previous efforts to find funding but have been unsuccessful? 
3. Have those efforts been beyond normal school funding sources? What are the other avenues you have pursued?

4. Are you using an egg or a bag of flour or some other item for a simulation experience if you don’t have a baby simulator? What do you feel is the value of the simulation experience for the student?


5. What does a baby experience offer that other simulation efforts do not provide?
