· The Pre-Pharmacy requirements on this sheet are required for applying to Temple University’s Pharmacy Program ONLY.

· All Temple University School of Pharmacy applicants are required to take two semesters of calculus.

· Students who choose to take English 1022 (College Composition) will fulfill two Core Curriculum requirements. (Composition & Race)

· Physics must be a calculus based course.

· Biology and Physics prerequisites may be taken in any sequence.

· Please note that this sheet is only a suggested sequence and students must complete the full core except WI elective courses. The Core-to-Core and Core 45+ programs do not affect the prerequisite requirements.

· Core electives can be taken in any order. For detailed information on Core elective classes see the Core Curriculum section in the Temple University Bulletin.

· Pharmacy College Admission Test (PCAT) is required for all applicants applying to Temple University School of Pharmacy.

· Students applying to Temple’s Pharmacy program are required to complete either up to the 2nd level of a Foreign Language/Exemption or 2 International Studies Courses (one International Studies nonwestern). A combination of the 1st level of a Foreign Language course and an International Studies course will not fulfill the Foreign Language/International Studies requirement.

PREPARATION FOR THE STUDY OF PHARMACY 

The American Association of Colleges of Pharmacy and the American Council for Pharmaceutical Education have adopted regulations that require all member schools to offer a minimum course of six academic years.  The School of Pharmacy at Temple University has established a minimum pre-professional requirement of two academic years followed by four years of instruction in the School of Pharmacy. The two-year pre-professional program may be completed at any accredited liberal arts, community or junior college. The courses listed on the reverse side are a suggested pre-pharmacy program for students enrolled at Temple University’s College of Science and Technology. Pre-pharmacy programs in other institutions vary somewhat due to differences in course credits and course content. 

Application Process 

Temple University utilizes the Pharmacy College Application Service (PharmCAS).  This centralized service allows applicants to use a single application to apply to multiple PharmD Degree programs.

PharmCAS collects and processes applications to pharmacy colleges and schools that participate in this service.  Applicants who apply thought PharmCAS submit a completed web-based application comprised of biographical data, post-secondary institutions attended, academic course history, work experience, extracurricular activities, and a personal statement.  It is the applicant’s responsibility to read and follow all PharmCAS and institution-specific instructions.
