1. Introduction

PRESENCE 2006 is the ninth in a series of highly successful International Workshops on Presence. PRESENCE 2006 will provide an open discussion forum to share ideas regarding concepts and theories, measurement techniques, technology, and applications regarding presence, the psychological state or subjective perception in which a person fails to accurately and completely acknowledge the role of technology in an experience, including the sense of 'being there' experienced by users of advanced media such as virtual reality.

Submissions of papers, videos, and demonstrations regarding completed or ongoing work are encouraged in areas including (but not limited to):

· Explications of the presence concept

· Presence measurement methodologies

· Causes and consequences (effects) of presence

· Presence in shared virtual environments and online communities

· Social/affective interfaces, virtual agents, parasocial interactions

· Presence-associated technologies:

· Immersive, interactive, multimodal displays.

· Advanced broadcast/cinematic displays (stereoscopic TV, HDTV, IMAX)

· Virtual environments/simulators

· 3-D sound

· Haptic/tactile displays

· Presence applications :

· Education and training

· Medicine and therapy

· Entertainment

· Communication

· Teleoperation

· Presence and design

· Presence in art

· Presence and philosophical issues (e.g., the nature of 'reality')

· The ethics of presence
· Presence in the future: Media experiences in the 21st century and beyond
The goal of the PRESENCE 2006 conference is to bring together academic researchers in the area of media and presence, content and technology developers, and interested commercial parties so they can meet, share experiences, present research, and exchange ideas.
2. Author guidelines 
The following are author guidelines for initial submissions and proceedings manuscripts for PRESENCE 2006. All manuscripts must be in English. All printed material, including text, illustrations, and charts, must be in a single file in the Microsoft Word file format. All text should be in Times or Times Roman font.
2.1. Page and column layout

All pages in the Word file must be formatted for printing on 8.5 x 11 inch (“letter”) size white paper. Format the document to have 1 inch margins at the top and bottom of the pages and 0.6 inch margins on the left and right of the pages.

Start the first page in a one-column format. Center your title. Follow the title with two blank lines. For initial submissions leave the author information area blank; for submissions for proceedings, the author name(s) and affiliation(s) are next, centered beneath the title and followed by two blank lines.

The Abstract and the remainder of the paper are to be in a two-column format (except for figures or tables that may span both columns if necessary). If the last page is not filled, please divide the data into two equal columns.

Columns in the two-column format are to be 3.4 inches wide, with a 0.2 inch space between columns.

Please insert page numbers at the upper right corner of each page (including the first page).  

2.2. Abstracts

The Abstract should be approximately 150 words or fewer, italicized, in 10-point Times or Times Roman font. Please leave two spaces between the Abstract and the heading of the first section. 

2.3. Type style and size of text
Normal text is to be single spaced in 10-point Times or Times Roman font, with 12-point interline spacing, in the two-column format. The first line of each paragraph is to be indented .25 inch, and the entire text is to be justified -- that is, flush left and flush right. Please do not place additional line spacing between paragraphs. Figure and table captions should be 10-point boldface; callouts should be 9-point nonboldface.

2.4. Title and headings

The main title should be in Times or Times Roman 14-point boldface centered over both columns. In the main title, please initially capitalize nouns, pronouns, verbs, adjectives, and adverbs; do not capitalize articles, coordinate conjunctions, and prepositions (unless the title begins with such a word). Initially capitalize only the first word in first-, second-, and third-order headings. Leave two blank lines before author names(s)/affiliation(s) (in proceedings submissions).

2.4.1. Author Name(s)/Affiliation(s) are to be centered in Times or Times Roman 12-point nonboldface. Leave two blank lines before your Abstract.

2.4.2. Abstract heading The abstract heading is to be 11-point boldface, initially capitalized and centered within the column.

2.4.3. First-order headings (for example, 1. Introduction) are to be Times 12-point boldface, flush left, with one blank line before, and one blank line after.

2.3.4. Second-order headings (for example, 2.1: Page and column layout) are to be Times 11-point boldface, flush left, with one blank line before, and one after. If you require a third-order heading (we discourage it), then it is to be in Times 10-point boldface, preceded by one blank line, and followed by a period and text on same line.

2.5. Illustrations, graphs and photographs

Illustrations, graphs, and photographs may fit across both columns, if necessary. Your artwork must be placed appropriately within the article. 

Color images are permitted but must be reproducible in the hard copy proceedings in black and white. Please supply the best quality photographs and illustrations possible. The quality of the book cannot be better than the originals provided.
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2.6. Footnotes 

Use footnotes sparingly and place them at the bottom of the column in which they are referenced (not full width across two columns). Use Times 8-point type with 10-point interline spacing for footnotes. To help readers, avoid footnotes altogether and include necessary peripheral observations in your text (within parentheses, if you prefer, as in this sentence).

2.7. References List 

List and number all bibliographical references at the end of your paper in 9-point Times, with 10-point interline spacing. When referenced within the text, enclose the citation number in square brackets, for example [2] for a book reference and [3] for a conference paper reference. Since this will be the end of your paper, if the last page is not filled, please divide the data into two equal columns.
