The Glass Cube located at FAD’s main entrance covers 21

square metres and offers a unique urban display area. With

views onto the Plaça dels Àngels, one of the most frequented

parts of Barcelona, it provides an excellent opportunity for

businesses to display their latest products.



The Forum is a unique exhibition space, combining a display

area, a design information point and the DAF restaurant. It is

one of FAD’s most frequently-visited areas. Equipped with hi-

tech flooring, it has 150 square metres of vertical space, a

plasma screen and exterior illumination.



The Terrace is an outside space where lunches,

performances, parties and other events in the open air can

take place. It has direct access form the Fòrum dels Àngels

and overlooks the Caramelles square. A singular space to

nejoy the Mediterranean weather.



The Exhibition Room is one of the most beautiful examples

of gothic architecture in Barcelona. Restrained and elegant,

it covers 200 square metres, with almost 90 square metres

of vertical exhibition space.
