Goal and Expectations

Partnership-wide Literacy Goal

Our goal in literacy is to have full engagement by teachers, students and schools in the Temple Literacy Framework.  This means teachers implementing the framework and refining their strategies and students reading, writing, doing word study and being read to intensely and at the appropriate levels.  The school administrations should be engaged in supporting teachers and students in these efforts.  The teacher is the crucial link, and the following Partnership-wide expectations have been defined to help us all organize and focus our collective efforts.

Teacher Expectations in Literacy

1. Conduct a self-assessment using the Literacy Implementation Checklists and the Literacy Implementation Protocol.

2. Create and implement a personal professional Development plan in literacy (see Personal Professional Development Planner, to be turned into principal by September 22) based on your self assessment.

3. Follow the guidelines for literacy focus areas in the Temple Partnership Literary Curriculum

4. Use reading/language arts block instruction time according to the Temple Partnership Literacy Framework

5. Create, display and follow a Time/Activity Allotment plan

6. Create and restock a Classroom Library according to the guidelines in the Temple literacy Implementation Guide

7. Keep accurate and up-to-date Reading, Writing and Word Study and Read Aloud logs that are a part of the Grade/Lesson Plan Book

8. Have students maintain a Reading Portfolio and a Writing Portfolio (students’ Word Study Notebooks will serve as their Word Study Portfolio)

9. Take part in one Looking At Student Work session per month in literacy.  

10. Follow the scope, sequence, and pacing of the Heinemann Press (K-2 Lucy Calkins; 3-5 Ralph Fletcher; or 6-8 Nancie Atwell) writing program.

11. Assess students for grouping and material placement using the DRA and Gates MacGinitie test or Star Program for Reading and the Schlagal Spelling Inventory of Phonemic and Phonic Awareness for Word Study.

12. Follow the guidelines for the Independent Reading Course and grade

13. Be an active participant in cooperating learning with peers and coaches; and when possible attend After School Collaborative Meetings and/or New Teacher Institute.  
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
