Goal and Expectations

Partnership-wide Math Goal

Our goal in math is to have full engagement by teachers, students and schools in improving math learning.  This means teachers taking full advantage of the 90-minute math block and using multiple means of assessment to guide their instruction.   Students should be engaged as problem solvers, improving their skills and understanding, and becoming math learners and mathematicians.  And school administrations should provide the support for teachers and students to succeed in these efforts.  
Teacher Expectations
1. Create and implement a personal professional development plan in math, in collaboration with a school or Partnership math leader.  Use resources such as online collaboration and consulting through Math Forum (“Personal Professional Development Planner” to be turned in to principal by September 29).
2. Inventory curriculum supplies and materials, and give completed checklist to principal or designee (see math materials inventory lists, distributed at schools September 5). 
3. Follow the pacing guidelines in the School District of Philadelphia core curriculum for math. 

4. Use instructional time according to the Partnership’s Framework for Math Block.
5. Pose questions at the higher order thinking levels (analysis, synthesis and evaluation) to promote critical thinking by students. 
6. Have students solve each Math Forum Problem of the Week appropriate for their curriculum and ability levels in either group or individual settings, online or on paper, and display solutions. 

7. Take part in one Looking at Student Math Work session per month, using Problem of the Week.
8. Improve instruction by assessing student progress through a variety of means, including analysis of benchmark results.
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
