Work in Progress:

I am currently looking at the measurement properties of the scales that the CPS at Michigan uses in their national election studies to measure racial and related attitudes.  I have completed a basic analysis.  The results parallel to a considerable extent Converse's findings reported in his "The Nature of Belief Systems in Mass Publics".  I am doing some further analyses and thinking about the implications of the statistical analysis.  These implications will be used to examine some aspects of the work on race-related attitudes and policies of Paul Sniderman and his associates and Donald Kinder and his associates, among others.
