The Lindens at Bancroft treats children and adults with developmental disabilities and other brain related disabilities using the methods of applied behavior analysis.  Currently, we are serving 19 children ages 8-29 and one adult age 37.

A work day would begin at 8:45 AM attending our morning rounds where the previous day’s data and progress is reported from each behavioral case coordinator to the team.  This team includes myself (Mr. Bruce) and the behavioral psychologists.  After rounds, the students would be assigned as reliability data collectors (after being trained) for the morning behavioral assessment and treatment sessions.  This would entail observing sessions and recording data on a laptop computer.  These sessions last until approximately noon.  Sessions begin again at 1:00 PM and end around 4:00 PM.  It would be possible to have students attend either session or both depending on their other commitments.  The students would also sit in on discussions of data interpretation and treatment development with the case coordinator and behavioral psychologist.

The rest of the student’s time would be spent on the Whitlock campus, where they are invited to attend weekly clinical team meetings.  The student is given access to the files of individuals with who he/she is working, and is also invited to speak with and interview any employee whose job looks interesting.  The student may sit in on an individual session with Dr. Bogos and one of her clients and possibly may attend a Group therapy meeting led by the pre-doctoral intern.  This opportunity is at the Deveraux Foundation facility in Delaware County, but there are other Devereux facilities in the Philadelphia area where opportunities may exist for a practicum student.

INTERNSHIP GUIDELINES/PROCEDURES

The Psychology Department offers to students the option of enrolling in Internship (Psych 3785) for three credits.  In addition, a second semester of internship can be taken at the same site or at a different site, and this second semester is called Practicum (Psych 3787), also for three credits.  PLEASE NOTE THAT THESE CREDITS CAN BE APPLIED TOWARD THE 123 REQUIRED BY CLA FOR GRADUATION, BUT CANNOT  BE APPLIED TOWARD THE MAJOR REQUIREMENTS (those you see on the Psychology Checksheet).  

An internship is set up by the student.  To do this, just follow these instructions:

Pick up a packet of internship sites from the bookcase outside Weiss 605.   Identify two or three sites that might be of interest.  Call them and identify yourself by name, and as an undergraduate student in Psychology at Temple who is looking for an internship.   Ask whether they have an internship available for the semester you want to do one (specify the months involved).  Tell them that you are required to complete  8 – 12 hours of internship work, unpaid,  during the 13 week semester (16 – 20 hours during a six-week summer semester).  For this you will receive 3 college credits.

If they are interested in meeting you, be certain to dress conservatively/respectfully for your interview.  Come prepared to ask a few questions about their organization.  Be sure to arrive on time!!  First impressions are often the strongest….

If you are offered the internship, obtain or confirm the full contact information of the person who will be your supervisor.    Tell them that they will be contacted by the Psychology Department to verify the internship, and to answer any questions they may have.

As soon as possible, contact DeAndre Jones (dkjones@temple.edu), in Weiss 605, to set up an appointment to register for internship.  SINCE THIS IS A SPECIAL AUTHORIZATION COURSE, YOU CANNOT ENROLL YOURSELF INTO INTERNSHIP.  Be certain to bring all the contact information about your internship to DeAndre, who will record it.

You are to begin your internship the first week of classes, and end it the last week (the week prior to exam week).

n addition to the hours you give to your internship site, you are asked to do the following:

1. Make electronic submissions of one to two paragraphs of journal entries regarding what you have done, your reflections on your work, and any other relevant information .  These are submitted bi-weekly during the regular school term, and once a week during a summer semester.  These should be sent to pdewolf@temple.edu.

2. Once at mid-term and once just before the last week of internship, you are to meet briefly with Dr. de Wolf.  She will contact you to set up an appointment.

3. Complete a 5 – 8 page paper (total) in which you incorporate information/experiences from your internship into a theme, with information gained from coursework, readings, etc.  There should be information from 4 professional articles which you have incorporated into your paper.  You are to use APA Guidelines to format your paper.  Your paper should be submitted to Dr. de Wolf in Weiss 607.  You will receive more specific guidelines on your paper at the beginning of the semester.
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
