INTERNSHIP GUIDELINES/PROCEDURES

The Psychology Department offers to students the option of enrolling in Internship (Psych 3785) for three credits.  In addition, a second semester of internship can be taken at the same site or at a different site, and this second semester is called Practicum (Psych 3787), also for three credits.  PLEASE NOTE THAT THESE CREDITS CAN BE APPLIED TOWARD THE 123 REQUIRED BY CLA FOR GRADUATION, BUT CANNOT BE APPLIED TOWARD THE MAJOR REQUIREMENTS (those you see on the Psychology Check sheet).  
An internship is set up by the student.  To do this, just follow these instructions:

Examine the packet of internship sites located on the bookcase outside Weiss 605.   Identify one or two sites that might be of interest.  Call them and identify yourself by name, and as an undergraduate student in Psychology at Temple who is looking for an internship.   Ask whether they have an internship available for the semester you want to do one (specify the months involved).  Tell them that you are required to complete  8 – 12 hours of service in Internship during the 13 week semester (16 – 20 hours during a six-week summer semester).  For this you will receive 3 college credits.

It is helpful to have a few questions at hand regarding the nature of the internship – both the type of work available and the environment in which you’d be working.  It is often helpful to visit the site, and to meet the people with whom you’d be working.  If they are willing to have you visit, be certain to dress conservatively/respectfully for your interview.  Come prepared to ask questions about their organization, as you are interviewing them, as well!   Be sure to arrive on time!!  First impressions are often the strongest….

If you are offered the internship, obtain or confirm the full contact information of the person who will be your supervisor.    Tell them that they will be contacted by the Psychology Department to verify the internship, and to answer any questions they may have.

As soon as possible, contact Nicole Pileggi (nicole.pileggi@temple.edu), in Weiss 605, to set up an appointment to register for internship.  SINCE THIS IS A SPECIAL AUTHORIZATION COURSE, YOU CANNOT ENROLL YOURSELF INTO INTERNSHIP.  Be certain to bring all the contact information about your internship to Nicole, who will record it.

You are to begin your internship the first week of classes, and end it the last week (the week prior to exam week).

In addition to the 96 hours of service you give to your internship site, you are asked to do the following:
1. Make electronic submissions of one to two paragraphs of journal entries regarding what you have done, your reflections on your work, and any other relevant information.  These are submitted bi-weekly during the regular school term, and once a week during a summer semester.  These should be sent to pdewolf@temple.edu.
2. During the academic year semesters, once at mid-semester and once before the end of the semester, you are to meet briefly with Dr. de Wolf (these meetings are not necessary during the summer semesters).  
3. Complete a 3 -5 page reflection paper in which you answer a series of questions that are intended to help you evaluate the internship experience within the context of your education.
Note: For CLA credit, does not apply to Psychology major requirements
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
