2. Difference between drop and withdrawal: Drop occurs during the first week of classes, this is where you are able to remove yourself from a class for a full refund and you will not be penalized for dropping courses. Withdrawal from a course is when you drop a course after the drop deadline. You will not be refunded for this course and a W will be placed on your transcript.

However, understand that your academic career is ultimately in your hands. You must stay on top of your courses and make sure that are completing the necessary requirements. Use your advisor as a supplement to your academic planning. 
4. Email Alias: Instead of using the typical tua, tub, tuc#### if you visit directory.temple.edu and click on update your entry, you can add multiple aliases to your email address. 
5. TUportal: This is where you can access everything you need. TUmail, Blackboard, Owlnet, student jobs, etc.
