GENERAL ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS AND APPLICATION PROCEDURES
FOR ALL EXCHANGE PROGRAMS

Eligibility: Eligibility is limited to those Temple University students who:

1. Will be at least 19 years old by the starting date of study at their exchange university.

2. Are currently enrolled as full-time, matriculated students at Temple and will have completed at least two years of
college-level study with a satisfactory scholastic average (at least 3.0 on a 4.0 scale).

3. Intend a full-time program of study.

4. Are in good academic and disciplinary standing; students on academic and/or disciplinary probation or warning
may not participate.

Special Admission Requirements for the University of Hamburg and University of Tiibingen Exchanges: Students
will be expected to have completed at least four semesters of university level German language courses, and sufficient
proficiency to enroll in university courses that are taught in German.

Special Admission Requirements for the University of Puerto Rico Exchange: Students will be expected to have
completed at least four semesters of university level Spanish language courses, and sufficient proficiency to enroll in
university courses that are taught in Spanish.

Special Admission Requirements for exchanges in Asia: Although some courses may be available in English,
students wishing to take courses in the host university language will be expected to have completed at least four
semesters of university level courses in the language of the host university or equivalent, and sufficient proficiency to
enroll in courses taught in the language of the host university.

Application Procedures: In addition to the application form, students must submit:

1. Official transcripts from all college/universities attended, including a Temple transcript

2. Two academic references, on the reference forms supplied. At least one of the references should be from a
professor in the student’s major.

3. In addition, where courses are not taught in English, students must submit a completed language evaluation for the
relevant language.

Note: Transcripts, references, and the language evaluation where necessary, must be received by the deadline but may be sent under separate
cover. Applications are not reviewed until all supporting documents have been received.

Application Deadlines: The application deadline for East Anglia, Hamburg, Tiibingen, and Puerto Rico for academic
year, fall or spring study is March 1. The application deadlines for the exchanges in Asia are March 1 for fall and
academic year, May 1 for spring.
