




From the time he was in high school, 
Edward Mahaney, CLA ’67, EDU ’71, 
’83, mayor of the City of Cape May, 

N.J., has been connected to Temple. As a 
student, Mahaney visited Main Campus with 
his high-school teachers and classmates for 
events such as world affairs council meetings, 
historical presentations and debates. 

Temple seemed a world away from  
Wissahickon (Pa.) High School, where  
Mahaney was among the school�s �rst gradu-
ating class. Since he visited Temple as a 
teenager, he knew its urban environment  
and diverse student body would provide  
him with a unique university experience. 
Mahaney enrolled in ���� and earned his 
undergraduate degree in economics. He also 
returned to Temple for his master�s degree in 
special education. 

�I received an excellent education and 
learned skills that have helped me in my 
professional positions,� he says.

Similar to many of his fellow alumni, 
Mahaney�s professional life is incredibly 
active and varied. In addition to serving as  
mayor of Cape May, he also is supervisor of 
educational programs at the Woodbine (N.J.) 
Developmental Center, a residential program 
for developmentally disabled men of all ages. 
Prior to his mayoral post, he served on Cape 
May�s city council for �� years. Additionally, 
he once worked as director of United Cere-
bral Palsy of Delaware County. 

Now, Mahaney has found a way to join 
the culture of education he values with 
his passion for public service. In ����, the 
City of Cape May and Temple�s School 
of Tourism and Hospitality Management 
entered into a partnership to plan the city�s 
new multimillion-dollar convention hall. 
Mahaney says the hall is �the largest capital 
improvement [Cape May has] ever made.� 
While the city will bene�t from the �nished 
product, students in the School of Tourism 
and Hospitality Management will graduate 
having had contributed to a major develop-
ment project. Mahaney adds that part-time 
work and internships also will be made avail-
able to the program�s students. 

The connection between Temple and 
Cape May does not end there. Students in 
the School of Environmental Design will join 
the city in renovation projects involving two 
major city parks and Sewell Point Sanctu-
ary, a ��-acre wildlife sanctuary. Mahaney 
explains that Cape May is one of the world�s 
most populated migratory bird routes, and 
a refuge such as Sewell Point is crucial to 
conservation of the area�s migratory bird 
populations. Additionally, students from the 
School of Environmental Design will develop 
a pedestrian trail and map for visitors who 
want to see the city�s major attractions on 
foot or by bicycle.

Mahaney and the citizens of Cape May 
have confidence in the Temple students� 

professional ability and in the partnership 
they have forged.

 �Our residents are very enthusiastic about 
working with the students, and the students 
have taken on these projects and have em-
braced them,� he says. �Their presence in 
the city, their knowledge and the concepts 
they�re coming up with will lead to a much 
better product, and one that has a much bet-
ter chance for success.� �M.R.

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cultural and social events have always  
	 enriched university life, especially at Temple. 
Even before the Boyer College of Music and Dance 
opened in 1962, the university’s orchestras, choirs and 
bands have performed at university events such as 
Homecoming and Commencement, and at venues 
such as Rock Hall, Philadelphia’s Kimmel Center for 
the Performing Arts and New York’s Lincoln Center 
throughout the academic year. Beginning in 2010, 
the newly renovated Baptist Temple will serve as  
another performance venue for Temple and its sur-
rounding community. 
	 Park Mall, now known as Liacouras Walk, has 
long been a place where students share information 
about organizations, services and politics, as well as 
an outdoor space for entertainment and celebration. 
Owls have witnessed events such as President John 
F. Kennedy’s 1960 speech, and have converged there 
to hear fellow students and visiting performers play 

rock, reggae, folk, world music and hip hop. Each 
year, the fall semester commences with Welcome 
Week activities and the Spring Fling celebration 
marks the spring semester. 
	 During the 1983–1984 academic year, the 
Program Board—now the Main Campus Program 
Board—began scheduling events for students 
by bringing civil rights activist and comedian 
Dick Gregory and women’s rights activist Gloria 
Steinem to campus, and by inviting ’80s rock acts 
such as the B-52s and the Hooters to entertain 
the Temple community. The highlight of that 
year’s events occurred during Spring Fling on 
April 11, 1984, when pop star Cyndi Lauper per-
formed for a crowd of nearly 10,000 on Liacouras 
Walk. In search of a better view of the concert, 
students managed to climb to the roof of Barton 
Hall, which houses the College of Science and 
Technology.  Throughout the ’80s and ’90s, other 
acts that influenced pop culture performed for 
Temple audiences, such as The Ramones, Kool  
& the Gang and Soul Asylum.
	 Today, students still perform for each other 
outdoors on Liacouras Walk and in the shadow  
of the Bell Tower, at organized events and  
improvised performances. On campus and off, 
events for students are a vital part of theTemple 
experience. Students attend tailgates, parties, 
concerts, films, panel discussions and perfor-
mances by popular musical acts, such as Common 
and The Roots, as well as listen to lecturers,  
artists and authors, and participate in discussions 
about their work. In 2008, for example, film-
maker Spike Lee discussed his landmark career 
and Chelsea Clinton, daughter of former Presi-
dent Bill Clinton and Secretary of State Hillary 
Clinton, addressed the Temple community in 
Mitten Hall. Dell Computers founder Michael 
Dell held a question-and-answer session in Alter 
Hall in 2009. And each year, alumni return to 
campus to share their knowledge and experiences 
and to provide students with professional advice. 
	 Temple’s vibrant cultural and intellectual 
events foster community long after classes have 
ended, and continue to provide students, staff 
and faculty with shared experiences that extend 
beyond traditional ideas of learning.
