How to Reinstate (REI) a Student on Conditional Status (CSR) to Degree Candidacy
Advisors’ Technical Notes for administering the Conditional Status provisions of the Undergraduate Policy on Academic Warning, Probation, Dismissal and Reinstatement
(02.10.11; as revised 9/26/2007)
Students who are on Conditional Status (CSR) and have cleared all of their deficiency points (i.e. achieved a minimum 2.0 cumulative GPA) may apply to the school or college from which they were dismissed to be returned to degree candidacy.  Once Academic Records (OAR) has posted academic actions on students’ G6 screens (*but not before*) and eligible students have received DPC (“Deficiency Points Cleared”) events, advisors may reinstate those students to their appropriate degree programs. DPC students pass through the REI (“Reinstatement”) status quickly.  
The advisor manually changes the student’s academic action status as follows:

1. Post the REI (Reinstatement) on the ISIS G6 screen; the Conditional Status Hold is thereby automatically removed;

2.  Add or modify registrations as needed on R1 or R2, since credits per term are no longer limited;

3.  Go to the R5 screen and change the student’s status to matriculated (U).  If the student is returning to his or her prior degree program, you can find the appropriate degree code shown on the student’s HA screen.
